The American Junior Golf Association is a 501¢(3) nonprofit organization dedicated to the overall growth
and development of young men and women who aspire to earn college golf scholarships through competitive
junior golf.

The AJGA, the largest Association of its kind, has an annual junior membership (boys and girls ages 12-
18) of approximately 5,000 junior golfers from 50 states and 30 foreign countries.

AJGA alumni have risen to the top of amateur, collegiate and professional golf. More than 160 former
AJGA juniors currently play on the PGA and LPGA Tours and have compiled more than 300 wins. AJGA
alumni include Phil Mickelson, Tiger Woods, Davis Love III, Mike Weir, Charles Howell III, Jim Furyk, Grace
Park, Cristie Kerr, Candie Kung and Paula Creamer.
